The Applicant’s annual financial statement for the last (3) three years.  Where 
the annual financial statement of the applicant is subject to independent 
financial auditing, such applicant should also submit an auditor’s report 
separated from financial statement.

5.
The Applicant’s business plan that covers at least (3) three coming years.
6.
Certificate from a financial institution or institutions confirming the 
availability of funds for the energy activity, bank guarantee of Applicant or a 
parent company in case of subsidy, or similar evidence of the availability or 
possibility to have funds sufficient to finance activity for which a license is 
being requested.
7.
Copy of the registration of the share or equity participation of any 
shareholders or partners of the Applicant, including copies of articles of 
association, decisions of the Court or the book of shareholders

8.
Evidence of Applicant’s experience in the energy activity (Curriculum Vitae).
9.
Information regarding the management and the organizational structure of the 
Applicant.
10.
CV’s of the management staff and a list of the other senior staff of the 
Applicant and their qualifications.

11.
Receipt of relevant applicable fees.
CHECLKIST

Business plan that includes performance standards for supplying customers, 
supply related elements (response times for customers letters, complaints, 
billing frequency, call centre response times, average waiting time in 
customers information centres, etc).

3.
